You are expected to incorporate theory, research, legislation, values and the impact of your practice on the people involved.  

Intended Learning Outcomes for the individual presentation of learning:

· Manage self and own practice whilst displaying professional judgment within an ethical and legal framework

· Practise in an anti-oppressive and anti-racist way acknowledging differences in beliefs and cultural practices and acknowledging international perspectives

· Plan and review areas of personal and continuing professional development

Assessment guidelines

The PowerPoint presentation should be 10 minutes in length with 10 minutes allowed for questions.

The presentation date must be adhered to or an extension applied for beforehand. If an extension is applied for the student must discuss with their Practice Educator.

The presentation will be assessed by a Panel, including a qualified Practice Educator (not the student’s own), a service user or carer and a tutor. Written feedback will be provided using the feedback form (p14). The tutor will award an academic mark.

Students are required to discuss the presentation with their Practice Educator and to show them a copy of the PowerPoint presentation and panel feedback to enable them to verify the evidence claimed on their grids. This will form part of the range of evidence they will draw on to complete their final report and their recommendation of pass or fail for the placement.

Mark sheet for 10 minute individual power point presentation

The mark sheet is used by the presentation marking panel. Presentations are expected to last approximately 10 minutes with another 10 minutes allowed for questions from the student group.  The student should give a paper copy of their power point slides to the marker before beginning the presentation. 

It is highly recommended that you discuss and plan the presentation with your Practice Educator.  Students must give a paper copy of their presentation and the evidence grids to their personal Practice Educator. Evidence grids are not required by the marking panel.
