Globalisation and the movement of capital 

Dorling and Thomas’s book People and Places: A 2001 census atlas of the UK (2004) provides an account of the census data through ‘cartograms’ maps which visualise areas where poverty is concentrated and which show the geographic distribution of different ethnic groups within the UK.  They investigate the changing relationship between the generations, demonstrating how the age groups are moving away from each other geographically.  Their research also shows how traditional jobs are disappearing as a result of industry moving out of the UK into other countries notably China.  . Globalisation and the movement of people 

The BBC has developed a website which shows where people live who were born abroad and are now resident in the UK. The focus is on measures of where people were born not their ethnicity. Data shows very clearly that a high proportion of migrants are in poorly paid jobs which indicates the growing demand for cheap labour.  The website illustrates the impact of global forces at local level

Globalisation and Knowledge 
How the development of information technology impacts peoples lives is a key question.. Manuel Castells has focused on this issue and you can see some of the findings from a project based in Catalonia at http://www.uoc.edu/in3/pic/eng/.  One thread of Castells Catalonia study investigated the uses of Internet in the health system of Catalonia, analyzing the health webs, the health related uses of Internet among patients associations, the population at large, and health professionals, the experimental programs of the Catalan Government for electronically sharing the clinical history of patients, and the interaction between organizational change and information systems in the hospitals and health care centers of Catalonia. Overall, 55,600 interviews were conducted, of which 15,000 face to face, and the rest by questionnaires over the Internet.
Globalising Culture

The American sociologist George Ritzer in his study of global expansion of certain forms of American culture and practices addresses this in his book the McDonaldisation of Society (1993).  He argues that business has taken over the world of leisure and turned this into a form of culture that can be marketed.  To do this on a global scale certain features dominate efficiency, calculability, predictability.  Multinational enterprises dominate the landscapes of all the worlds major cities. Disabled People International DPI International organisation made up of disabled people – international pressure group whose work seeks to influence governments around the world.  It argues that disability is an interaction between the impairment and environmental and or attitudinal barriers disabled people face.  The International Classification of Functioning ICF defines disability as the outcome of interaction between a person with an impairment and the environmental and attitudinal barriers he/she may face (DPI 2005) http://www.dpi.org/ .
